USER GUIDE for STATS
as Complied by ‘Doc’ Wulf
May 2010
Background

Wests always maintained a full record of their National League games (and for their Sydney club competitions). In 1997 I started a similar record from all the teams based on the Ross Coggan’s books of games cards for 1990 to 1997 plus information from published draws, programs, etc. During the latter part of this period I also provided Ross Excel spreadsheets to keep track of the game results and the point score. Out of this most interest was in the number of games players had played, by then many over one hundred.
The current resultant stats files are available on request. Any suggestions for improvement or addition will be considered for implementation if feasible.

Limitations
There are three limitations to the accuracy of these records. First is that summing player’s records over the seasons relies on each player having a unique unchanging name. There are cases of two players with the same name. When I am aware of this I add a 1 (usually hidden) to one of the player’s name e.g. Anthony Martin (Adelaide) and Anthony Martin1 (Breakers). The spelling of the player’s name sometimes changes, particularly when changing clubs or returning after several seasons. I don’t always pick up these changes. Women changing their name when they marry are another problem to which I currently don’t have a satisfactory solution. 
Second I don’t have copies of all the cards. For the early years many score sheets are very hard to read, some are missing (goal scores known, guessed the rest), many do not include major fouls, and for most who refereed is not recorded or unreadable. I am also missing many cards from finals, particularly Brisbane 2005, cards promised but not received. Missing cards are list in the Summary files.
Third is human error. If you find a mistake let me know (docwulf@tpg.com.au) and I can and will correct it, even if means going back to the beginning and following it through to now.
Stats Files
All the files are currently in Excel 97-2003 format. Their full function needs Excel 2007 and they can be provided in that format. There could be problems with the Excel 2008 for Mac. There three basic types of files, one for each season, one for each team, and a summary for Men and Women. There is also a Macro file with the numerous macros and sheet templates I use to update maintain and create files.
Season Files
These are the data source for all other files. They include a sheet for each team, the point score, draw and outstanding cards. There are numerous hyperlinks within the files to make navigation easier.

The Draw sheet has the complete draw, with results and referees. Red indicates game played and no results or that I don’t have a copy of the card. There are normal Excel filters for Date, Pool, City, Men or Women, etc. The filters on column I allow selection all games (home & away) for teams (column O for referees). Clicking on row 1 whites out repeated Dates, Pool and City for easier reading. Hyperlinks are from team to corresponding game in team sheet. There is also a sheet listing the Outstanding Cards (not received by ‘Doc’ Wulf) for the season.

The Point Score sheets contain an automatically updated point score table and results grid plus the Leading Goal Scorers, the “Dirty Dozen”, the Final Series results, the MVPs and All Star Team. Hyperlinks are team in point score to team sheet, result in result grid to game in team sheet and leading goal scorers to player in team sheet.

The Team sheets have the results of every game – who played, goals and major fouls (as Xs) – and team and player totals (games, goals & majors). The results are coloured green of a win, yellow for a draw, and red for a loss. This also applies to the results grid in Point Score sheets. Cells are shaded yellow for total games played in 50 game increments starting at 100 and for total goals scored in 50 goal increments. Hyperlinks are opponent to the games in their sheet, cell A2 (e.g. Men 2009) to the Point Score sheet, and cell A4 to the Draw sheet. AIS in column BB indicates that totals include games played for the AIS as well as their own club and vice versa.
The 5+ Goals sheet list all the players who scored 5 or more goal in a single game. The date in hyperlinked to the player’s score in that game.

Team Files
These files contain the following sheets. Players: listing all the players for the club in the order they played for the club (by games and order on card) with the number of games and goals each season (hyperlinked to the player in the Season sheets, as are the seasons in row 1). Bold for multiples of 50 and red for multiples of 5 seasons. It also has the number of players per season, those retained, returning, new and lost. Games: list the player’s stats in order of games played. for the team. It includes their stats including games played for other clubs and totals for the team. Seasons: the team’s sheets from each season (without links).
Summary Files

These file (Men and Women) contain the following sheets. Missing Cards: list all cards not received by ‘Doc’ Wulf qualifying the accuracy of the totals for players. Players: listing all players alphabetically with their stats. Some names will be wrong as they are generated assuming the first space is the end of their first name and the rest is their family name. Games: listing players by games played, Goals: listing players by goals scored. The player’s team names are those currently used and not necessarily those when they played for that team. Winners: listing Gold Medal Teams, Coach, Managers and Referees (if known). Seasons: Point Score sheets (without links). Teams: listing the teams for every season, their placing after the rounds in the top left and in the top right after Final Series and shaded for Gold, Silver and Bronze medallists.
Referees File

This file list all the know referees (currently for only 75% of the games) how many games they refereed each season and their total. The seasons (row 1) are hyperlinked to the corresponding Draw sheet, which can be filtered for a given referee’s games (column O).
